The farm is located at the edge of Paris on Lexington Road and continues 
across Houston Creek to Hume Bedford Road. It offers an abundance of 
mature trees, gently rolling pastures and fields, 4 barns and 3 employee 
houses.  
 
The stately residence is nestled in a park like setting of mature trees with 
the oldest section of the home believed to have been built between 1860 and  
1867. Through the years the Stewart family has made extensive changes to 
the house. The craftsmanship and attention to period detail can be seen 
throughout .  
 
The house now offers 7700 square feet of gracious living space—blending 
today’s conveniences with the timeless elegance of a time past.
